Lesson procedure:

Good morning! Today we're going to talk about Christmas. Do you smell Christmas everywhere?

What do you associate Christmas with?  

Thank you for your ideas! And now we are going to watch a video. It’s full of Christmas magic. And the task for you is to write down all the Christmas words. Don’t repeat mind’s map words, please.

How have you liked it?

Thank you!

What have you written? Please, read you words. One by one, listen attentively and cross out the words you've heard - not to repeat.

Thank you. You’ve done a great job and revised lots of Christmas words.

You see. The boy-snowman made a long journey and got a nice result. Tell me, please, what grammar tense do you think of when you want to tell the world about results you’ve achieved?

Thank you. And I’ve prepared for you my list of Christmas words. Here it is. It is interesting that if you don’t know the meaning of the word, you may press it and in a new window you’ll see the link on the online dictionary page.

Please, come to the blackboard, choose the word for yoursef, press on it with the pointer. Try to remember the words not to repeat what classmates have aready said. and let's make sentences using present perfect tense on what has happened on christmas. Mind, that if you forgot the meaning of the word you may click on it and you'd see the dictionary page for this word. For example: Kids have made a snowman. A girl has waited for the snowman.

Thank you. Take your seats, please.

Family traditions, traditions of giving presents, traditions of preparation for the feast and family dinner traditions are inevitable part of the party. VI. GROUP/PAIR WORK:

To show slide four and five of the presentation.

To hand out the crackers. There are three of them. two per two pairs of Ss and one for the group of three Ss.

CARDS:

1. (for the Ss with medium level of language acquisition) Make up a dialogue: brother/sister and sister/brother are writing a letter to Santa. They can't agree on some items on the list of presents.

key words and phrases: dear Santa, let's write, no, I disagree, I think, you’d better write, you can't ask this, I've always dreamt about..., this year I want to get..., I've tried to be good, thank you, Santa.

Items in a cracker: coloured pencils, A4 paper sheet.

2. (for the Ss with low level of acquisition) Each of you should take you mobile and make two photos of one object. In one photo an object must be seen as it is. On the other, it must be only a part of the object. Keep objects in a secret. So, first, show your partner a photo with a piece of an object. Let him/her guess the objects asking yes/no questions. The person who asked less questions - wins.

Key words and phrases: look, what's this?, is it a..., no, it isn't, yes, it is, you are right.

Items in a cracker: pictures of mobile phones.

3. (for the Ss with high level of acquisition)  Make a dialogue in a shop. Two customers and a shop assistant. You want to buy some Christmas decorations and discuss what to buy. Shop assistant gives you advice on some items. 

Key words and phrases: hello, can I help you, we'd like to buy some decorations for our room, here are the balls, yes, they're nice, no, thank you, I don't like the colour, we've got a sale on, have a look at.., we’d like…, please, that’s?20, please, here you are.

Items in a cracker: balls and tinsel, toy money.
